¢ Twelve Big Ten schools will continue their non-conference schedules this weekend, while lllinois hosts
Penn State in conference action on Saturday at noon on FOX. The complete Week 3 schedule appears to
the right.

* Four Big Ten teams appear in the AP Poll this week. Michigan leads the conference at No. 2, followed by
No. 6 Ohio State, No. 7 Penn State and No. 25 lowa. Maryland, Minnesota and Wisconsin are each receiv-
ing votes.

e Eight Big Ten teams remain undefeated on the season, as lowa, Maryland, Michigan, Michigan State,
Minnesota, Ohio State, Penn State and Rutgers are all 2-0.

® Penn State currently ranks among the top 20 nationally in both scoring offense and scoring defense. The
Nittany Lions rank sixth in scoring offense, averaging 50.5 points per contest, while ranking No. 17 nation-
ally in scoring defense (11.0 points per game).

e Six additional Big Ten teams rank in the top 20 in terms of scoring defense:

Michigan (2nd, 5.0 points per game), Ohio State (2nd, 5.0 points per game), Rutgers (8th, 7.0 points per
game), Minnesota (10th, 8.0 points per game), Michigan State (16th, 10.5 points per game) and Maryland
(23rd, 13.0 points per game).

e Michigan’s J.J. McCarthy completed 13 consecutive passing attempts to open Saturday’s game against
UNLV, a record for quarterbacks under Harbaugh. Previously, the longest streak occurred when McCarthy
went 8-for-8 to open last season’s Indiana game. Through two games, McCarthy has completed 48-of-55
pass attempts (26-0f-30 in week one). McCarthy has the fourth-highest completion percentage through
two games in NCAA Division | history and currently leads the country in completion percentage (87.3 per-
cent).

¢ lowa head coach Kirk Ferentz won his 200th career game on Sept. 9 when the Hawkeyes won a 20-13
lowa Corn Cy-Hawk Series matchup at lowa State. Ferentz is the 27th head coach to reach the milestone
at an FBS institution and just the 99th college coach across all divisions since 1890.

¢ Michigan State’s Noah Kim went 18-for-22, passing for 292 yards and three touchdowns in the 45-14 win
over Richmond, completing 15-straight passes to close out the game. His 292 yards marked a career-high
for the second week in a row, topping last week’s 279 yards in his starting debut vs. Central Michigan,
while the 18 completions match last week’s 18-for-31 passing. The 15 consecutive completions set a new
school record and tied for the sixth-longest single-game streak in Big Ten history.

e Minnesota running back Darius Taylor rushed 33 times for 193 yards and one touchdown in Minnesota’s
25-6 win against Eastern Michigan. His 193 yards were second most in school history for a true freshman,
behind only Darrell Thompson who rushed for 205 yards against Bowling Green in 1986. Taylor rushed
eight times for 44 yards in the first half before logging 25 carries for 149 yards in the second half. His lone
touchdown of the game was a two-yard burst in the second quarter.

The Big Ten will continue to honor its past while recogniz-
ing its current standouts at the conclusion of the 2023
campaign. The Big Ten’s enhanced football awards pro-
gram presents 19 individual trophies in addition to the Big
Ten Championship trophy, bearing the names of one or
two former standouts. The distinguished names on these
football awards honor just a small sampling of the count-
less students and coaches who have contributed to the
conference’s rich and storied history.

Seventeen of the honors will be awarded immediately
following the regular season, including awards for the
best quarterback, running back, receiver, tight end, offen-
sive lineman, defensive lineman, linebacker, defensive
back, kicker, punter and return specialist. Each of these
individual position awards features the names of two
former standouts.

The Big Ten will also continue to honor the conference’s
top coaches, offensive and defensive players and linemen
and freshmen with end-of-year trophies. Big Ten coaches
have the opportunity to claim two awards. Media voters
will select the Dave McClain Coach of the Year, which has
been awarded since 1972, while coaches vote for the
Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the Year award. The top
offensive player will receive the Graham-George Offensive
Player of the Year award, the best defensive player will be
awarded the Nagurski-Woodson Defensive Player of the
Year award and the top freshman will receive the
Thompson-Randle El Freshman of the Year award.

The winner of the Big Ten Football Championship Game
will receive the Amos Alonzo Stagg Championship Trophy,
while the most outstanding player in the game will be
awarded the Grange-Griffin Championship Game Most
Valuable Player award. The conference also created two
postcollegiate awards - the Ford-Kinnick Leadership
Award and the Dungy-Thompson Humanitarian Award.

A HISTORY OF ATHLETIC SUCCESS

Big Ten schools have won at least five national championships in 25 of the
last 29 years, averaging nearly seven per year during that span.

Since the 2005-06 academic year, current Big Ten institutions have
claimed 114 team national championships in 26 different sports.

BROAD-BASED PROGRAMMING

The Big Ten will administer more than $240 million in direct financial
support to more than 9,800 students competing in intercollegiate
athletics for more than 11,000 participation opportunities on 350 teams
in 42 different sports.

The Big Ten sponsors 28 official conference sports, 14 for men and 14
for women, including the addition of men’s ice hockey and men’s and
women’s lacrosse in this decade.

The Big Ten leads the nation in total students competing in intercollegiate
athletics and participation opportunities, and sponsors more official
sports than all conferences except the Ivy League.

More than 1,500 Big Ten competitors have participated in the Olympics,
winning more than 500 medals, including more than 200 gold. The Big
Ten Conference enjoyed its finest performance at a single Olympic Games
during the 2020 Summer Olympics in Tokyo, Japan, as athletes with Big
Ten ties set conference records by earning 51 total medals and 22 gold
medals during the 17-day competition. All 14 Big Ten member schools
had an athlete win at least one medal in Tokyo, also a first in conference
history. Big Ten Olympians collected nearly 80 medals in the most recent
games in PyeongChang and Beijing.

PASSIONATE FOLLOWING

The Big Ten leads all conferences with 6.4 million alumni and nearly
675,000 students.

Each year more than 11 million patrons attend Big Ten home contests, as
the conference has led the nation in attendance for men’s basketball, ice
hockey, volleyball and wrestling.

LEADERS IN INNOVATION

Took part in the nation’s first bowl game, winning the 1902 Rose Bowl
Game, and signed an exclusive contract with the Tournament of Roses
in 1946, making it the first bowl with permanent conference affiliations.

Awarded the first Big Ten Medal of Honor in 1915, honoring outstanding
seniors who demonstrated excellence in academics and athletics.

Formed the Big Ten Advisory Commission in 1972, enlisting former
students that competed in conference athletics to serve as liaisons to the
NCAA’s Diversity and Inclusion Department, the Big Ten Student-Athlete
Advisory Commission and other organizations.

Became the first conference to voluntarily adopt male and female
participation goals after launching its Gender Equity Action Plan in 1992.

Implemented the first collegiate football system of instant replay in 2004,
which the NCAA approved for use among all conferences in 2006.

Launched the Big Ten Network (BTN) in 2007, the first national conference-
owned television network.

Began partnering with the Ivy League to study the effects of head injuries
in sports in 2012.

Accepted Johns Hopkins University as the conference’s first sport affiliate
members in men’s and women'’s lacrosse in 2013 and 2015, respectively,
and added Notre Dame as a sport affiliate member in men’s ice hockey
in 2017.

EXTENSIVE TELEVISION EXPOSURE
Through the Big Ten’s new media agreements with BTN, CBS, FOX
and NBC/Peacock, more than 2,300 Big Ten events are produced and
distributed nationally and globally on an annual basis. The Big Ten is
the only conference to distribute games on three over-the-air broadcast
networks.

BTN reaches more than 50 million homes and is also available via the Fox
Sports App, delivering live and on-demand programming to computers,
smartphones and tablets. B1G+ streams more than 1,700 additional
events each season.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

For more than 30 years, through the Big Ten’s SCORE (Success Comes
Out of Reading Everyday) program, the conference has partnered with
Chicago elementary schools to improve reading performance.

Surrounding the Big Ten Football Championship Game and Basketball
Tournaments, the conference has held numerous community initiatives,
partnered with the College Football Playoff Foundation and other events
such as the Big Ten Career Expo, SaturDAY of Service and Youth Football
Clinics. In addition, the Big Ten has hosted a downtown 5K, collaborated
with a local breast cancer awareness group and provided unique event
experiences for military veterans.
